OPEN JUNIOR CLASS- For boys and girls at least 9 and under 12 years of age on the day of
the show who at the time entries close have won three first placesin a Novice Class at alicensed or
member show, with competition present.

OPEN INTERMEDIATE CLASS- For boys and girls at least 12 and under 15 years of age on
the day of the show who at the time entries close have won threefirst placesin aNovice Class at a
licensed or member show, with competition present.

OPEN SENIOR CLASS- For boys and girls at least 15 and under 18 years of age on the day of
the show who at the time entries close have won three first placesin aNovice Class at alicensed or
member show, with competition present.

The winner of athird first place in each Novice Class shall automatically become eligible to enter
in the corresponding Open Class at the show, provided the win is the third first place award with
competition and further provided there are one or more Junior Handlers competing in that Open Class.

Each dog handled in aregular Junior Showmanship Class must be entered and shown in one of
the breed or obedience classes at the show, or must be entered for JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP ONLY.
However, a dog that must be withdrawn for good and sufficient reason, such asabitch in season, or a
veterinarian’s excuse, may be replaced by another dog meeting the below ownership requirements.
Such subgtitution must be requested in writing stating the reason for the substitution and must be
accompanied by an official AKC entry form. The junior must have the AKC number of the substitute
dog. All such requests must be made one half hour prior to the judging of any Junior Showmanship
Classes at the show. Each dog must be owned, or co-owned by the Junior Handler, or by the Junior
Handler’s father, mother, brother, sister, uncle, aunt, grandfather, or grandmother, including the
corresponding step and half relations, or by a member of the Junior Handler’ s household. BITCHES
IN SEASON ARE NOT ELIGIBLE. At a Specialty Show, each dog must be of the breed for which
the show is held.

A dog that has been excused or disqualified by a breed judge or by a Bench Show Committee
may still be handled in Junior Showmanship if eligible to compete in Obediencetrials. A dog that has
been rejected, dismissed or excused by the veterinarian for the protection of other dogs at the show or
for the protection of the dog excused, may not be handled in Junior Showmanship.

Entriesfor regular Junior Showmanship Classes shall close at the same time entries close
for the show.

NOTICE: Junior Handlersmust include their AKC JUNIOR HANDL ER NUMBER on each
entry.
