Weather 
can change in Nebraska. This morning the temperature was 36 
degrees, frost in some low spots and ice in the dog pans.  Stub was 
slow to start, he made some good moves later in the hour.  Cash was 
using the country.  He was out of pocket at a turn in the east meadow.  
Tracker was called for at 50’.  Stub finished the hour at moderate 
range.

Shady Way Red Tail Hawk, John and Tsunami, Johnson.  Both dogs 
started strong on the ground making reaching casts. At 21’ birds lifted 
and we see Su standing at the edge of a mowed patch.  Handler 
approaches and the rest of the large covey flushed.  She was fired 
over and sent on.  Red was out of pocket at 40’ and not returned to 
judgment.  Su continued  her wide casts thru the end of the hour.

August Rush, Tracy and Sparky’s Little Pill Bandit, Hancock.  
We headed east in the big hay meadow.  Auggie was slow to start 
but gained range into the hour.  He had an unproductive finishing the 
hour  with wide casts.  Bandit had an unproductive at 2’.  He made 
some wide moves but was inconsistent in application.  Neither dog 
had defined bird work.

There was very little breeze to start the day.  Both dogs made prairie 
casts early in the hour, occasionally returning to the handlers.  Chuck  
slow the last few minutes of the hour.  Earl was credited with a stop to 
flush in the next pasture at 48’.  Handler riding the fence called birds 
in the air.  When Earl was sighted he stood staunchly after the flight 
and shot.  He ended the hour forward.

Roustabouts Sniksoh Sadie, Tracy and Trademark’s Iceman, 
Holman.  Sadie has a pleasing way of going with lots of ground speed.  
She made some nice casts but was birdless in her hour.  Timmie ran 
a prairie race.  He had  “text book” stop to flushes at  12’ and 38’ 
with an unproductive at 32’ in Bo’s Meadow.  He finished the hour 
forward.

Sandy Pines Chase The Wind, Holman and Jacks Tequila Jake, 
John.  Chavy had his running shoes on making wider and wider casts 
until he was out of pocket early in the brace, catching the front at 50’.  
Jake attacked the course, making some moves across the country.  
At 10’, in a swale, he pointed high and tight.  Handler flushed a single 
to the dog’s left.  Jake acknowledged the flush with only a turn of his 
head.   At 37’ he had an unproductive.  Jake’s application thru the tall 
grass pastures was done with determination.  He had to be ridden for 
at the end of the hour.

Jayhawk’s Georgia Girl, Tracy ran as a bye.  We went east from 
camp.  Gigi increased her range.  She had two unproductives at 6’ 
and 27’and was leashed ending her time on the ground.

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	 On October 6, 2011, AKC issued a second letter regarding the 2011 
federal PUPS (Puppy Uniform Protection and Safety Act) bills, S. 707 
and H.R. 835. This letter was signed by Sheila Goffe, AKC's Director 
of Government Relations, and sent to all members of Congress.
The AKC's concerns currently include:
	 --overly vague exercise requirements which as written may also 

preclude training activities being counted as exercise
	 --definition of "breeding female" dog as intact female dog aged 4 

months or older
	 --inclusion of "offers for sale" language in definition of "high 

volume retail breeder", since it would allow more than one 
advertisement for each single dog to be included in count;

	 --definition of "high volume breeder" as person having ownership 
interests in or custody of one or more "breeding female dogs", 
despite the regulation's threshold referring to the number of dogs 
bred and sold, not owned; 

	 --and, definition of "high volume breeder" as person having 
ownership interests in or custody of one or more "breeding 
female dogs", since this is overly broad and does not take into 
consideration co-ownership agreements.

Final two paragraphs of the AKC's letter:
	 "AKC does not oppose the general concept of regulating high 

volume breeder/retailers. However, we believe that regulators 
such as APHIS must first be given appropriate resources to 
ensure the full and effective enforcement of the Animal Welfare 
Act (AWA). A May 2010 report by the USDA Office of the 
Inspector General which outlined numerous problems with 
APHIS enforcement of the AWA highlights these issues and need 

for additional resources.
	 "The AKC will continue to work with other stakeholders to 

address these concerns. Until existing concerns about USDA 
regulation of dog breeders can be addressed, we do not believe it 
is prudent to add expansive new classes of breeders to an already 
overburdened regulatory workload without first providing APHIS 
badly needed resources for the enforcement of existing law and 
regulations. We respectfully request that you withhold support 
of PUPS (S. 707/H.R. 835) until additional funding for AWA 
enforcement is provided to APHIS and until the above concerns 
regarding the PUPS legislation are adequately addressed."

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RED LIGHT – GREEN LIGHT
by Helen Marie Capps

Train your dog the 
CAPPS way

Consistency
Attention
Patience 
Praise
Supervision

	 Frequently I have been asked how to keep a dog from going 
through a door, jumping out of a car, charging out of an open gate 
and getting himself into deep trouble in general by misbehaving.
	 I have seen dogs leap from open car doors into busy parking 
lots, putting themselves in danger before the owner can say a word 
or stop them. Yet thinking about this, I came to the conclusion that 
STAY was still too serious a word to use in this situation.
	 Stay is an Obedience Ring term meaning do not move from 
this spot until I come back and release you…which also means if 
you do not release the dog, he needs to stay until you return… an 
hour in the store, hours at home while you are working.  That puts 
the dog in the position of, “Do I obey and stay here forever, or be a 
bad dog and break the stay?”   This is an unfair situation in which to 
put your dog.
	 I feel the same way about WAIT. Wait is an Obedience Ring 
term meaning, “Wait there until I give you another command to 
move,” whether it is come, down or any other signal.  Again if you 
leave the dog and don’t release him, the dog still has to make a 
decision, “Can I, will I, should I…?”
	 Since neither “Stay” nor “Wait” are acceptable commands in 
this situation, I decided to use the children’s game Red Light, Green 
Light to teach the dog the difference. Red Light means stop: the dog 
is allowed to move backwards but not allowed to continue forward 
motion. Green Light, of course, means come ahead.
	 To teach Red Light, Green Light you may need a collar and 
lead if your dog is relatively untrained and unknowledgeable.  If 
he has been taught stay or wait, or knows hand signals, then try 
working off lead in a secure place.
	 Start walking forward with the dog, and then give your dog 
the “Red Light.” You can flash a stop sign with your hand or step in 
front to stop forward motion. Tell your dog “yes” or “good” as soon 
as it stops.  If the dog does not know the stay/wait commands, you 
may need a little collar pressure to stop forward motion.  Toss a treat 
behind him and give the “get it” command.  Start over; forward, 
“Red Light,” “Yes,” “Get it.”  Usually after a few repetitions the 
dog is anticipating the stop and backward motion to get the treat.  
Some will just stop; others may give you a real surprise by putting 
on the brakes and sticking their front feet out like a gymnast landing 
a vault.
	 Now you can go to the culprit spots: the door, a gate or a 
car door.  Put the dog on the inside and coax the dog. Do not use 

commands such as “come,” the dog’s name or any word that causes 
disobedience. Simply coax, make kissing sounds, pat your leg or do 
anything else to get the dog coming toward you without a formal 
request. Once the dog is moving, give the “Red Light” command; 
toss the treat behind him saying, “Get it.”
	 Depending on the dog’s mental attitude, you can do this five 
to six times, especially if the dog feels it is play and having a good 
time. If your dog stresses about new exercises, do this only once or 
twice to give him the idea and then allow the doggie brain to relax.  
It is a good idea to break off and give the dog what in horse training 
is called “stand time” to let it cogitate on the exercise.
	 Practice frequently throughout the day. Use different doors, 
gates and car doors. Give the dog the “Red Light” command while 
walking outside. Use a firm tone of voice so the dog understands 
you are serious.
	 When using the “Green Light,” command, lighten your tone of 
voice, present the treat and lure the dog forward. I have found some 
dogs need their name spoken before the “Green Light” command to 
get them moving even with the food lure.
	 I worked on this with each of my dogs individually…and then 
played the “Red Light, Green Light” game.  I called “come” to get 
all the dogs coming to me, then called “Red Light” and stepped 
forward to treat the dog that stops immediately. When I again call 
“Green Light,” the dogs come and get treat. Step back, call “Red 
Light,” and the stopped dogs are treated. “Green Light,” ya’all 
come and get treats.
	 My dogs really get into this game, AND it is useful for safety 
and obedience.
