Handler attempted to flush; dog left, then 
returned and pointed again. Two quail were produced. Bob called point at 
20 for Carson standing along the hedgerow near the feeder but no bird 
was produced. 
Brace 8: TNT’s Sirius Mo-Mentum (Tom Thomas) and Sunnyvale 
Flint Hills Flyer (Ed Tillson). Flyer had a find at 4 near the hedgerow 
feeder. Mo seemed to be put off by all the commotion and shortened up 
considerably after we went past the keyhole. Flyer made a big move 
down the draw toward the Church Corner before being brought around to 
rim the south edge of the course. Bird contact was made at 19 north of 
the cedars and both handlers fired. Flyer followed this with several good 
casts and finished strong to the front at time.
Brace 9: Almaden’s Timber Ridge Tess (Ed Tillson) and OCAJE 
(Terry Gowin) Grace pointed at 4 along the hedgerow but no bird was 
produced. She pointed again at 10 near the terrace feeder. Two birds 
were flushed and shots fired before taking the dog on. Terry fired at 23 for 
Grace along the hedgerow; Ed fired for Tess about one minute later, also 
along the hedgerow. Grace was found standing along the feed strip south 
of the hedgerow at 25. No bird was immediately produced so handler 
collared the dog and moved on. Scout called point at 26 for Tess in draw 
north of hedgerow but dog left before handler arrived.
Brace 10: Sparky’s Prairie Wind Gypsy (Jim John) and Miss 
Abby Meadows (Kevin Stonehouse) At breakaway, Gypsy made a big 
move down the left edge, came through the keyhole and headed off 
toward the right side. Abby pointed briefly at 6 along hedgerow, but left 
before handler arrived. Both dogs made big moves down the left side of 
the course south of the hedgerow and ran far into the Church Corner. 
Abby came out and started west, then made a move back toward the 
east. Both handlers rode to the corner and the dogs responded by taking 
the south edge westerly where they encountered a small covey along 
the feed strip at 13. Both dogs pointed separately, with birds flushed and 
shots fired. Both dogs finished the course without further bird contact, 
with Abby having the stronger, more forward race.
Brace 11: TNT’s Raisen’ A Ruckus (Tom Thomas) and Bark River 
Queen Of Diamonds (Jeff Stanton) Daisy was in season so was run at 
the end. Daisy pointed at hedgerow feeder at 5 but no bird was produced. 
Both dogs ran the south end of the course at moderate to short range. 
Daisy had bird contact at 25 along the draw north of hedge and a shot 
was fired. Rae did not make bird contact during her allotted time.

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race he wanted if the dog was smart enough. Many trainers are able 
to do this. Incidentally, speaking of range, Earl Crangle saw Elhew 
Dancing Gypsy win the Alabama Shooting Dog Championship. He 
rode her brace. He told me afterwards, had she livedi n the time of 
Louisiana Hayride, Hillbright Susanna, Tarhellia’s Lucky Strike, 
she could have won any of those all-age championships because 
that was the type of range and the type of dog they were looking for 
then.
	 One of the important thing in breeding is to be able to separate 
the inherent from the environmental qualities in the young dog. This 
is why it is so terribly important to study the puppies—to determine 
what exactly its inherent qualities are—both good and bad. It’s 
amazing all of the qualities which are really inherent. It’s hard to 
believe that a ground pattern is inherent but I can guarantee you it is. 
At one time, we owned a dog called Elhew Scotland. From a puppy 
on, that dog ran in the arc and no place else. He was the most front 
running dog I ever saw and it was all natural. It was not manmade. 
By the same token, we have seen dogs that are helter-skelter running 
in every direction.
	 I once visited with a breeder from Scotland and he told me that 
there the dogs were required to run almost a gridiron type pattern 
because of the nature of the cover and all. He assured me that there 
were left handed dogs and right handed dogs. In other words, some 
dogs would work their pattern more to the right side and some more 
to the left side. I find this easy to believe. But this is just one of the 
many inherent qualities that you should be looking for in selecting 
your breeding stock from your puppy crop. Not only the early point 
and the early backing and the hunting intensity and all but there so 
many qualities with intelligence being, by far, the most important.
	 In the spring, Bill Richards and I were checking some of our 
young puppies for their backing instinct. We were using pigeon and 
either one of use would put a dog on point on a pigeon and the 
other bring a puppy in. In almost every instant, the puppy backed 
great distances away. As soon as he cast his eyes on the pointing 
dog, he or she backed—with one exception. That happened to be 
a little female that was first generation outcross. This is just one of 
the many inherent qualities that should constantly be evaluated in 
young dogs when selecting potential breeding stock.
	 One last though on breeding and that is the importance of the 
strong families. Just recently we had the Kentucky Derby and the 
Preakness and almost every horse that ran those races had a perfectly 
logical reason for being there. Their pedigree indicated their quality. 
It is very rare that a classic horse develops out of anything short of 
an extremely strong, well bred family. I believe that is basically 
true with dogs. One of our young favorites in your kennel now 
is Snakefoot. He’s but a youngster but showing great potential. 
In three starts in Derby competition, he’s earned two firsts and a 
second. By the same token, he probably has the nicest pedigree we 
have. I would guess he traces over 200 times to Lexington Jake and 
other great dogs like Red Water Rex, Air Pilot and Warhoop Jake. 
This is the result of his strong gene bank. This doesn’t necessarily 
mean that breeding is a sure thing for it’s far from that. It’s still full 
of great mysteries and surprises. I presume that regardless of how 
refined a breeding program can be developed, it will still contain 
these great mysteries.
	 I’m going to leave you with one last thought and t hat has to do 
with our relationship with our dogs. It’s incredible how important 
any expression of affection is to them. Even a pat on the head can 
be so meaningful to hem. They crave your warmth and approval so 
much. It’s also so important to understand their feelings. There’s 
no way they can express their own discomfort. They can’t cry out, 

“I’m cold”, or “I’m too hot”, “I’m terribly uncomfortable”, or “I’m 
hungry” or “thirsty” or “the earmites and fleas are driving me crazy” 
or “the mange is so painful to me”. Yet, they still manage to wag 
their tails and look at you as though you are the most important 
thing in their lives.
	 This relationship you have with your dog has many of the 
same components of a successful human relationship. There’s a 
mutual respect and admiration, a warmth and devotion, care and 
protection. As a matter of fact, a canine relationship runs a full 
gamut of emotions experienced by many of us—the warmth and the 
tenderness and the hurt and the disappointment, the sorrow at the 
final departure. These reflections may merely be the manifestation 
of the aging process but also may explain why, throughout my life, I 
have so championed our dogs. I wish you all great success with your 
training and your campaigning and the breeding of your dogs.

Class. In the past few years, entries in all three of these classes have 
been small. If we held only 1 non regular class for field dogs the entry 
in that class would be larger. It would cut down on the expense of 
trophies and ribbons that often go to waste.
The Field trial or "Working" class is a tradition that goes back many 
years to the origins of breeds and their root purposes. In that light 
the Field Trial Class should stand and be a mandatory class for any 
breed that has a working origin. This sort of class is mandatory the 
world over. Holding the other 2 classes (Dual Champion and National 
Qualifiers) gives officiating judges more information about the dogs, 
outside of what can be seen in the ring on a given day.
