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“BELLA” 
 

Our Bella came into our lives when she was born on October 12, 2003.  She was out of a litter of two; her dam, Jamelle’s I’ll 
Take Manhattan, was 7-years old at that time.  Her sire, CH Aksala’s Arie, holds the record for most independent specialty 
wins by a male.  He proved that he was not only outstanding in the ring, but also a great stud dog. 
 

Bella’s show career has been a whirlwind that is beyond our wildest dreams.  She developed into a proportionately balanced 
dog with large bone, beautiful type, dark eyes and a soft expression. 
 

Her very first dog show was the 2004 Saint Bernard National at Hueston Woods.  She placed second to her sister in the 6-9 
month class out of 18 puppies under Judge Joan Zielinski.  Her sire, Arie, won Best of Breed and also won the Stud Dog class 
with Bella and her sister Holly.   Bella went on to finish her championship a year later. 
 

Her debut as a “special” was in Pennsylvania in 2005 at the Middle Atlantic Saint Bernard Club specialty, the pre-show to the 
national, where she took Best Opposite Sex to her sire, Arie, under Judge John Ramirez.  The most exciting time of her career 
came at the 2006 National under Judge Stan Zielinski, who awarded her Best Opposite Sex.  In the same year, she was in-
ducted into the Saint Bernard Hall of Fame for 10 specialty show wins.  In 2007, she earned a Plateau of Excellence for 20 
specialty show wins.  
 

Major specialty wins came in 2007 at the Saint Bernard Club of America regional where she won Best of Breed under Judge 
Fran Stephens.  Again in 2008, at the pre-show to the National Specialty, Bella won Best of Opposite Sex under Judge Car-
melo Zappala.  The 2008 National also brought her an Award of Merit win under Judge Ivan Palmblad. 
 

Bella has qualified four years in a row to compete in the Top Twenty event at the National. She also qualified the last four 
years for AKC’s Eukanuba National Invitational dog show, taking Best of Opposite Sex under Judge John Studebaker in 2006.  
An invitation to Crufts and Westminster K.C. was very exciting along with ending the year in the top five Saint Bernards for 
2007. 
 

Campaigning her has been exciting and she has loved it.  Taking many Group placements at the all-breed shows only added 
to her magnificent number of specialty wins, with over half being awarded Best of Breed. 
 

Specialty Judge Victor Dingus awarded her Best Opposite Sex in April 2009, which broke the record for independent specialty 
wins for bitches and gave us the thrill of our lives. 
 

Above everything else that Bella has done in and out of the show ring—and for us as her breeders—she has been a wonderful 
dog that always gives 100%.  We know in some way she has contributed to our Saint Bernard breed.  Most of all we love her 
very much!  Thank you Bella for giving us “you” and everything you have accomplished!
