
PAWSITIVELY CLEAN SCOTS!
PROSPECTIVE GUIDELINE

FOR MEMBERS ATTENDING SHOWS
A. It is recommended that all exhibitors examine their hotel rooms upon arrival and

report any existing damage to the hotel manager immediately.
B. Traveling items should include the following when appropriate:

Heavy duty plastic for floors, newspapers, heavy duty garbage bags, paper towels,
baggies for picking up solid waste. A general cleaning solution, white vinegar and
water in a spray bottle for the carpet (in the event your dog has an accident en route
to the outdoor exercise area), and a good room deodorizer. Water, food, spoons, can
openers and dishes. Medication for diarrhea should be routinely packed. It is not
uncommon for a dog to develop colitis during the excitement and stress of a long
weekend. Drying towels must come from home!

C. All dogs are to be crated when owners are not in the hotel room. It is often helpful
to leave the TV on softly. Dogs will not respond to unfamiliar sounds if they don’t
hear them. If your dog is prone to barking (we’ve all had at least one), you will want
to take the dog with you when you leave the room. Dogs guilty of continuous bark-
ing may subject their owners to being removed from the hotel, with no room refund.

D. PAWSITIVELY CLEAN crates are located at hotels exits with items you may have for-
gotten to pack. STCA provides these items for your convenience...please use them.

E. Outdoor exercise areas must be kept clean! Do not exercise your dog in an area
except designated areas and pick up solid waste and dispose of it in the proper
receptacle.

F. If the hotel specifically requests NO GROOMING in your room, RESPECT OF
THEIR WISHES IS MANDATORY. NEVER USE HOTEL TOWELS ON YOUR DOGS.
When there are no grooming restrictions, common sense and STCA dictates that you
spread a bed sheet or spread from home under the grooming table before grooming.
If possible a hand held vacuum should be packed and used when necessary.

G. taking litters of puppies to a Specialty weekend is never encouraged for the health
and welfare of the pups. If you MUST travel with them, they should be kept in the
standard puppy pen, NOT an exercise pen. The activity level of puppies is high and
they can easily move an exercise pen around.

H. As a show of courtesy and as a responsible dog owners, we encourage you to leave
your calling card and a tip for the housekeeper. Responsible dog owners are willing
to stand up and be counted!

I. All rooms are subject to inspection during your hotel stay by an STCA member, as
well as members of the Board as soon as observed.

J. It is understood that each member will be fully responsible for any and all fees
charged by the hotel in the event they are found guilty of improper behavior and/or
damage to the hotel facility.

K. In addition, any alleged prejudicial conduct will result in a Bench Show Hearing
which may result in the suspension of STCA and AKC privileges.

When the Show Chairman informs the host hotels that we are responsible
dog owners, he expect the membership to take this responsibility seriously.

After toll booth, at end of exit ramp,
make a RIGHT turn onto PLYMOUTH RD. In a short distance, you will come
to a T intersection with a traffic light, turn LEFT onto BUTLER PIKE. Continue
on BUTLER PIKE, through caution light, bearing left, under PA TURNPIKE
overpass. After the overpass, you will see the LuLu Temple on your right.
Unloading is in the rear of the building.

Devon Dog Show:
PA Turnpike West to Downingtown exit 23, proceed North on Route 100 to
Showgrounds on right.

Montgomery County Kennel Club Show:
PA Turnpike East to Fort Washington Exit 26. Proceed to ROUT 309 NORTH.
Exit at AMBLER-SUSQUEHANNA RD. Turn left at bottom of exit ramp and go
to PUTLER PIKE. Turn right and proceed to showsite on right.
