CALL NAME OF DOG______________________________________ AGE_______________ 
 
1. HEEL ON LEAD                20 
POINTS  
IDEAL: Dog and handler walk briskly; Dog walks close to handler’s  
left side with a loose leash; Dog should match handler’s pace;   PENALTY  <______> 
Except for the Heel command, dog responds promptly to handler’s actions  
without commands.       SCORE       <______> 
  
PENALIZE: Additional commands; Forging; Lagging; Poor sits/stands;  
Failure to change pace noticeably; Excessive guiding by handler;  
Failure to sit or stand as declared by handler.        
 
DISQUALIFY: Handler adapts to dog’s pace; Handler constantly controls  
dog by tugging on leash; Dog fails to perform exercise as described. 
 
 
2. HEEL FREE                       20 
POINTS  
IDEAL AND PENALIZE: Same as for Heel On Lead exercise.  PENALTY <______> 
         SCORE    <______> 
DISQUALIFY: Same as for Heel On Lead; Dog leaves handler during exercise.    
 
               
3. STAND FOR EXAMINATION                  30 
POINTS  
IDEAL: Dog is easily positioned by handler; Dog remains in position 
during exercise; Dog does not react to examination.    PENALTY <______> 
   
PENALIZE: Dog does not position easily; Movement of dog’s feet SCORE    <______>  
during the exercise; After exam dog moves away or sits.  
 
DISQUALIFY: Handler unable to position dog; Dog shows shyness, growls, snaps during 
examination; During exercise dog sits, lies down or moves away.   .                      
 
                                                          
4. RECALL                             30 
POINTS  
IDEAL: Dog is easily positioned by handler; Dog remains in position   
until called by handler; When called dog comes directly, briskly, and PENALTY <______> 
within reach of handler.         
         SCORE    <______> 
PENALIZE: Dog does not position easily; Dog changes position before recall;  
Dog requires more than one command to come; Dog takes its time reaching handler; 
Dog touches handler on recall.  
  
DISQUALIFY: Handler unable to position dog; Dog leaves position before recall; 
Dog does not come when called; Dog does not come within reach of handler. 
5. STAY EXERCISE             30 POINTS 



IDEAL: Dog is easily positioned by handler; Dog remains in position;  
Dog does not whine or bark.      PENALTY <______> 
 
PENALIZE: Dog does not position easily; Dog changes position;   SCORE   <______> 
Minor whining or barking.        
 
DISQUALIFY: Handler unable to position dog; Dog leaves position;  
Excessive whining or barking; Dog interferes with other dogs. 
 
PASS                         FAIL                 TOTAL SCORE ___________ 
 
PASSING SCORE IS 65 POINTS OR BETTER OUT OF 130 POINTS & AT LEAST 50% IN 
EACH EXERCISE. A DISQUALIFYING PERFORMANCE IN ANY EXERCISE IS SCORED
